Exposure to lead in drinking water can cause serious health effects in all age groups.
The most common exposure to lead is swallowing or breathing in lead paint chips and
dust. However, lead in drinking water can also be a source of lead exposure. 

Disruption (construction or maintenance) of lead
service lines may also temporarily increase lead
levels in the water supply.
